· The ARCH Tenants’ Group is the only local authority-specific tenants’ group representing the interest of local authority tenants at a national level.

· Two members of the Group (Chair and Vice Chair) are appointed Directors on the ARCH Executive Board so they can influence strategic decision making.

· Opportunity for your involved tenant to develop at a national level and bring that learning back to your organisation

· Successful nominees will be invited to the ARCH AGM on the 1 November 2021. At this meeting the Chair and Vice Chair for the Tenants Group will be formally elected. Formal ratification of the ARCH Tenants Group membership and the Chair and Vice Chair will take place at the 15th November 2021 ARCH Executive meeting.
· ARCH Tenants’ Group membership for 2021 – 2023 will be posted to the ARCH website after the ARCH Tenants Group AGM of 1 November 2021 followed by ratification by the ARCH Executive.

About ARCH Tenants’ Group
The ARCH Tenants' Group is made up of tenant representatives from ARCH member authorities across England.
The Tenants Group is linked to the ARCH Executive Board as two members of the Tenants Group are Directors of ARCH. The ARCH Tenants Group held its inaugural meeting in November 2008. Its meetings are well attended.

The Chair and Vice Chair of the Tenants' Group are the resident representatives on the ARCH Executive Board (and are also Directors of ARCH) and act as a liaison point between the Tenants’ Group and the Executive Board.

The Executive Board and Tenants' Group minutes are shared between the two bodies via the members' only area on the ARCH website, to which Tenants' Group members have access.
 
Residents have been nominated from across England which ensures the Tenants' Group reflects ARCH's membership across the country.
What has the tenants' group achieved?

Recent Achievements
· The Chair and Vice Chair of the Tenants Group are directors of ARCH who report the views of the Tenants to the Board 

· Worked and collaborated with the Executive to successfully lobby the government to scrap the HRA borrowing cap

· ARCH Tenant Group member elected to the Leadership of the Committee to See the Person Campaign a forum to address stigma against tenants in social housing

· Input to Ministerial Roundtable event, influencing governments thinking on future legislation following the Green Papers 

· Providing the views of the Tenants Group in ARCH’s formal response to the Green Paper

· Delivered eleven well received tenant conferences each year from 2008 to 2019 run by tenants for tenants. 

· Taking part in the Regulator or Social Housing seminar workshops in consulting with tenants on the new Tenant Satisfaction Measures (TSM) and the new regulatory framework to the introduced under the proposals set out in the Social Housing White Paper.

· Complaints and Resident Engagement 
· Repairs and Building Safety 
· Antisocial Behaviour and Neighbourhood Management

· Tenant Group members joined the Ombudsman’s panel regarding complaints

· Attendance and speaking at Labour Party Conference fringe meeting

· Representing ARCH on judging panel of the TPAS
